Information on processing of personal data


1. Controller

The controller of personal data is SGH Warsaw School of Economics with its seat in Warsaw, al. Niepodległości 162, hereinafter referred to as Controller or SGH.

2. Data Protection Officer

3. The purposes and legal basis of processing of personal data
Depending on the scope of your given consent your personal data will be processed for the following purposes:

3.1 sending information related to the university's statutory activities beyond the study process (educational offer, conference information, training course details, information on events, bulletins, participation in research, alumni contacts);

3.2 sending information and offers – only by SGH units – from partner institutions and cooperating entities (conferences, events, bulletins, research participation);

3.3 tracking the professional career record.

The legal basis for processing of personal data is point (a) of Art. 6 (1) GDPR
 – consent (if provided) to the processing of your contact information for the purpose of sending correspondence. 

4. The period for which the personal data will be processed
Your data processed will be processed until the withdrawal of consent.

5. The recipients or categories of recipients of the personal data
Your personal data will not be made available to other entities, except for entities authorized by law or those to which Controller entrusted data processing on basis of concluded contracts. 

6. Obligation to provide data

Providing your personal data is voluntary, however necessary to to achieve the purposes for which they were collected.

7. The rights of data subject
